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The 2020 Florida Senior Games featured more than 20 sports taking place in six different 

Florida locations.  Over 1,900 athletes age 50 and over registered to compete Saturday, 

December 5 through Sunday, December 13 in the 29th Annual Florida Senior Games. 

 

Basketball Shooting - Saturday, December 5, Wiregrass Ranch Sports Campus, Wesley Chapel 

Starting the first day of the Games with near perfection from the Free Throw line, William 

Oliver, of Reunion, hit 29 of 30 free throws. Shooting three rounds of 10 shots, Oliver sunk his 

first 15 free throws before missing the 16th shot.  He then hit the next 14 shots from the charity 

stripe to win the gold medal in the 70-74 age group. It was his sixth Free Throw Shooting gold 

medal since 2010. 

Darlene Reilly, of Lehigh Acres, won three gold medals in the 55-59 age group, with the highest 

women’s scores in Free Throw Shooting (27 of 30), Spot Field Goal Shooting (11 of 15 shots, 

from different areas of the court) and Timed Field Goal Shooting (107 points in three, one 

minute rounds). It was the third consecutive year Reilly has won all three events in the 55-59 

age group. 

During the course of the 29-year history of the Florida Senior 

Games, only five free throw shooters have achieved perfection.  

Completing 30 free throws in 30 attempts. 

Peter Smith, of The Villages, (pictured at left) achieved the honor 

in 2011.  It was just another milestone in a long list of athletic 

achievements for the gold medal winner in the 80-84 age group.  

He was a standout high school athlete at Natick High School, in 

Natick, Massachusetts, and was part of the undefeated 1957 State 

Championship Basketball team.  Smith continued his athletic 

career at Colgate University where he played three sports, 

baseball, basketball and soccer.   

That led to a four-year professional baseball career that included 

parts of four seasons years in the minor leagues and a “cup of coffee,” in Major League 

Baseball, as a pitcher for the Boston Red Sox.  Smith appeared in seven games for the Red Sox 

in the 1962 and 1963 seasons. 

“My highlight as a pitcher was starting a triple play,” Smith said. 

In his post-MLB career, Smith was a math teacher and guidance counselor in Yorktown Heights, 

New York.  He moved to The Villages in 2002, and picked up Florida Senior Games basketball 

shooting.  At the 2020 Florida Senior Games, he won his seventh Free Throw Shooting gold 

medal hitting 23 of 30 shots to win the 80-84 age group. 



 

3-on-3 Basketball – Saturday, December 5, Wiregrass Ranch Sports Campus, Wesley Chapel 

The only two women’s basketball teams competing in the 2020 

Florida Senior Games, The Villages Seabreeze and the Broward 

Heat, had the most exciting finish of the day with a game-tying 

and a game-winning shot falling in the last 11.7 seconds of the 

contest. 

Following a time out and down 30-27, with 11.7 seconds 

remaining, the Broward Heat’s Marilyn Rule sunk a three pointer 

to tie the game at 30.  The Villages Seabreeze quickly passed the 

ball to the top of the key, to reset in the halfcourt game, and 

worked the ball inside to Eugenia “ET” Uhlman, (pictured at right) 

who found the net to put the Seabreeze ahead 32-30 with 1.0 

second on the clock.  The Heat attempted to get the ball in for a 

shot, but was unsuccessful. 

“ET phoned home,” one of her teammates loudly proclaimed in the post-game celebration. 

The Geezer Hoops 55+ team was playing “International Fast Break Basketball,” according to EJ 

Tarpey, as they scored 90 points or more in all three of their wins.  In a 103-77 win over FL/GA 

Line, Bob Caulfield, hit a right hand hook shot to go over the century mark with under a minute 

remaining. 

While Caulfield had the milestone basket, Tarpey was a scoring machine for the Geezer 55+ 

team scoring a total of 164 points, for an average of 41 points per game.  Tarpey also won two 

golds and a silver medal in the Basketball Shooting competition, 55-59 age group, that 

preceded the 3-on-3 play. 

 

Bag Toss – Saturday, December 5, Wiregrass Ranch Sports Complex, Wesley Chapel 

Following her three gold medal performances in Basketball Shooting, Claudette Braswell, of 

Lake Wales relocated to the other side of Arena A of the Wiregrass Ranch Sports Campus for 

Bag Toss. 

For the five women’s participants, Sport Director Ryan Schwartzkopf created a double-

elimination bracket to crown an overall champion.  Braswell, who was competing in the 80-84 

age group, won her first three matches to advance to the championship round, 

Her opponent, Paula Hahnert, of The Villages, who had previously lost a match to Braswell, won 

the first round championship match, forcing an if necessary game. 



Braswell, the 2009 FSG Female Athlete of the Year, took a commanding 19-3 lead before 

Hahnert had a six point round to cut the lead to 19-9.  The pair then cancelled each other’s 

scores leading to two rounds of no points, before Braswell scored a 21-9 win. 

 

Bowling – Saturday, December 5 & Sunday, December 6, River Lanes, Titusville 

Jack Appel, of Boca Raton, and Stan Corwin, of Boynton 

Beach, became the first Florida Senior Games bowlers 

to compete in the 95-99 age group at River Lanes in 

Titusville.  With their combined three game score of 

833, they set an age group record in their third age 

group.  Appel (right in photo) and Corwin (left in photo) 

set the 85-89 age group record in 2011, the 90-94 

record in 2016 and the 95-99 record in 2020. 

Corwin teamed with Betty Gross, also of Boynton Beach, 

to win the 85-89 Mixed Doubles gold meda. Corwin and 

Appel returned the following day for Men’s Singles 

competition.  Corwin’s men’s singles three game score 

of 541, won the gold medal in the 95-99 age group and 

shattered the previous age group record by 131 pins.  

Corwin’s score topped the previous mark, set by Don Long, of Merritt Island, in 2010.   

Jennifer Peacock, of Port Charlotte, bowling in her first Florida Senior Games, gold medals in all 
three of her events.  She had the highest women’s score, a 673, for the Women’s Singles 50-54 
age group gold. She had the top three game score of all bowlers, a 727, to win the Women’s 
Doubles 50-54 age group, with Christine Srock, of Largo.  To reach the total, she had game 
scores of 236, 268 and 223. Finally, she teamed with her husband, Mark Peacock, to win the 
Mixed Doubles 50-54 age group gold medal.  
 

Gregory Lindsay, of North Fort Myers, had the highest individual game score, a 279, in his gold 

medal winning Men’s Doubles effort in the 50-54 age group, with Jerry Lake, of Cape Coral.  The 

duo finished with a combined score of 1319.   

The top three-game score of the weekend, was rolled by Tom Fargis, of The Villages, a 758, to 

win the 65-69 age group.  He also won gold medals on Saturday in Men’s Doubles with Dennis 

Farris and a Mixed Doubles gold with Lynn Barta. With scores of 690 in Men’s Doubles and 686 

in Mixed Doubles, Fargis sent a total of 2,134 pins to the floor in nine games over two days. 

 

 

 



Shuffleboard – Saturday, December 5, Lakeland Shuffleboard Complex 

Earl Ball, of Zephyrhills, won gold and silver Shuffleboard medals at the Lakeland Shuffleboard 

Club, winning the Men’s Singles 75-79 age group and teaming with Michael Zellner to win the 

Doubles 65-69 age group silver medal. 

Ball is one of three Florida Shuffleboard players to amass 1,000 career points within the Florida 

Shuffleboard Association, accomplishing the feat in 2018.  He has also represented the United 

States playing shuffleboard in Ireland, Denmark, Norway, Sweden, The Netherlands, Germany, 

Brazil and Canada. 

 

Tennis – Saturday, December 5 – Thursday, December 10, Innisbrook Tennis Center, Palm 

Harbor 

Judith Daniel, of Jacksonville Beach, won her third consecutive Women’s Singles gold medal in 
the 70-74 age group defeating Nancy Lynn Williams, of Sun City Center, in three sets, 5-7, 6-0, 
10-5 at Innisbrook Golf Club and Resort.  To reach the finals, Daniel defeated Jean Wrightsman, 
6-0, 6-2, and Carol Petroc, 6-3, 6-2, on Saturday. 
 
Daniel will return to action next weekend running in six track events on Saturday at the Holy 
Trinity Episcopal Academy and the 5K Road Race at Ryckman Park, both in Melbourne.  She also 
competed in the same events at the 2019 Games and totaled five gold medals, two silvers and a 
bronze.  She won a 5K Road Race gold medal in the 75-79 age group with a time of 27:22. 
 

Long-time stalwarts of Florida Senior Games Tennis, Jonathan Bortner and Barry 

Schollenberger, won their sixth Men’s Doubles gold medal since 2010, winning the 75-79 age 

group.  The duo defeated Eugene Bengstrom and Michael Rafferty, 6-3, 6-2, in the finals. 

Bortner also won a silver medal in the Men’s Singles 75-79 age group. 

The Mixed Doubles 70-74 age group featured 

multiple past gold medal winners.  Gold 

medal winners from the 2018 Florida Senior 

Games in the 65-69 age group, Mary Murray, 

of Palm Coast and Peter Roscia, of Miami 

Lakes, defeated the 2018 gold medalists in 

the 70-74 age group, Susan Hobbs, of 

Treasure Island and Wendell Walker, of 

Seminole, 6-1, 6-2, in the final. 

To advance to the championship match, 

Murray and Roscia battled back after a first set loss, to defeat Judi and Aubrey Whitaker of Lake 

Wales, 2-6, 6-3, 10-5.  The Whitakers won three consecutive gold medals in the 65-69 age group 

from 2014-16.   



It was the second matchup between Whitaker and Roscia in the last couple of days as the two 

met in the 70-74 Men’s Doubles final on Tuesday.  Whitaker teamed with Gary Bartlett to 

defeat Roscia and James Bell to win the gold medal, with Roscia taking the silver. 

Mary Murray collected her second gold medal of the 2020 Games, as she teamed with Kathleen 

Bourett, of Palm City, to win the Women’s Doubles 60-64 age group. The duo also won the 60-

64 age group gold medal in 2018 and Murray was the 65-69 Women’s Singles champion in 

2018. 

The best Tennis match of the 2020 Games was saved for the last of six days at the Innisbrook 

Tennis Center.  In the finals of the Mixed Doubles 75-79 age group, Emily and Doug Speaker, of 

Ocala, battled it out with Patsy Rucker and Tom Burgess, of Summerfield, in a match lasting just 

over three hours, according to sport director Joe Mattingly. 

 

The Speakers lost the first set of the match 7-6, but rebounded to win the second set 6-4.  In 

the tie breaking final set, the Speakers prevailed, 10-8. 

“Those two teams have been going at it in the Senior Games for the past few years,” said 

Mattingly.  “It was a good win for the Speakers.” 

Burgess and Rucker won the gold medal in the Mixed Doubles 75-79 age group at the 2019 

Games, defeating the Speakers in the championship match. 

 

Racquetball – Saturday, December 5 & Sunday, December 6, Richey Racquet, Port Richey 

Ken Drew, of Winter Haven, who has been competing in the Florida Senior Games since 2002, 

won his fifth Men’s Singles gold medal, in the 70-74 age group.   

After cruising through pool play, winning three matches in straight sets and outscoring 

opponents 90-30, Ricky Howe, of Tampa, ran into his toughest challenge en route to the 

Racquetball Men’s Singles 65-69 age group gold medal.  The championship match, played at 

Richey Racquet in Port Richey, against Moshe Mann, of Sunny Isles Beach, went to three games.  

After splitting the first two games by 15-8 scores, Howe prevailed in the deciding game, 11-10. 

 

Swimming – Saturday, December 5 & Sunday, December 6, Cocoa Beach Aquatic Center 
 
It was a record-setting weekend at the Cocoa Beach Aquatic Center as 27 age group record fell 
in the 34 men’s and women’s events.   
 
Leading the way was Jerry Marchbanks, of Tequesta, who set five records in the 85-89 age 
group. His record-breaking performances ranged in times from four seconds to 23 seconds.  
Marchbanks adds his name to the Florida Senior Games Record Book in the 100 Yard Butterfly, 



the 50 and 100 Breaststroke and 100 and 200 Individual Medley.  Prior to this weekend, 
Marchbanks held one record, the 80-84 age group 400 Individual Medley. 
 
George Schmidt, of Palm Beach Gardens, now swimming in his fifth age group, 70-74, set 
records in the 50 and 100 yard Backstroke.  Schmidt’s first of many record-setting performances 
over the years in the Florida Senior Games, came in 2001, in the 50 yard breaststroke.  His time 
of 30.17, in the event, still stands as a 50-54 age group record.   
 
 
Volleyball – Sunday, December 6, Wiregrass Ranch Sports Campus, Wesley Chapel 
 
The Volley Frogs Volleyball team was undefeated 
in six matches played Sunday between 9:00 a.m. 
and 4:00 p.m., to win the Women’s 50-54 age 
group gold medal. 
 
The Volley Frogs won four matches in pool play 
and two championship bracket matches, with 
none of their wins reaching a third game. The 
team, made up of members from Florida, 
Colorado, Michigan and Kansas, included Vicki 
Everis, Julie Decker, Teri Male, Sue Koral, Valerie Schulte and Cheese Rusaw. Several members 
of the Volley Frogs were on the silver-medal winning 60+ team at the 2019 National Senior 
Games. 
 
 
Archery – Sunday, December 6, Easton Newberry Archery Complex, Newberry 
 
More records fell at the Easton Newberry Archery Complex, in Newberry, with 11 record-
setting performances.  Weston’s Melanie White, shot an 882, in the Compound & Release 
event, to top her own previous all-time best women’s score in the event, an 877 in 2013.  White 
holds the Compound & Release age group records in the 50-54, 55-59 and 60-64 age groups.   
 
The 11 record-setting performance included four new marks in the Barebow Recurve event, 
where athletes shoot with no sights, three in Compound & Release, two in the Compound & 
Fingers, one in the Barebow Compound and one in the Olympic Recurve.  A total of 92 archers 
were on the line shooting from distances of 40, 50 and 60 yards at the Easton Newberry 
Complex. 
 
 
 
 

 



Pickleball – Monday, December 7 – Friday, December 11, Sarah Vande Berg Tennis and 

Wellness Center, Zephyrhills 

Overnight and early Monday morning rain caused delays in the start of the first of five days of 

Pickleball. 

Once the front that moved in from the Gulf of Mexico producing the rain cleared through, blue 

skies, but chilly temperatures welcomed athletes to the courts at the Sarah Vande Berg Tennis 

and Wellness Center in Zephyrhills.  

 

One of the early starts came in the Men’s 60-64 age group, which featured 15 entries, the 

largest of 14 age groups played.  

 

The championship match came down to a rematch of an 

earlier meeting between F.D. Wilder, of Naples, and Owen 

Mitchell, of Eustis, the gold medal winner of the age group 

in 2019.  Wilder won the first match, in three games, 11-3, 4-

11, 11-3, dropping Mitchell into the consolation bracket.  He 

then proceeded to win five consecutive matches to advance 

to the final against Wilder, who had won two matches to 

advance to the championship. 

 

In the gold medal match, Wilder once again topped Mitchell 

in three games, 10-12, 11-4, 11-9, to bring the bracket to 

conclusion, after 28 matches that took 5 ½ hours of bracket 

play. 

 

Gabriel Wong, of Ponte Vedra Beach, wrapped up his three gold-medal winning performance in 

three days in two sports with a Men’s Doubles gold medal with Gilbert Russe winning the 70-

74, on the second day of PIckleball.   

On the first day, he won his fourth consecutive gold medal in the Men’s Singles 70-74 age 

group.  Wong won four matches in straight sets defeating Martin Fleischman, of Tampa, in the 

finals by a score of 11-8, 11-3. 

The prior day, he won the Men’s Singles Tennis gold medal, in the 70-74 age group, for the third 

time in four years.  Wong defeated Robert Schmidt, of The Woodlands, Texas, 6-3, 6-2 in the 

finals. 

Greg Goodson, of Tampa, won his second gold medal in two days teaming with Jim Rogers, of 

LaGrange, Georgia, to win the 55-59 age group.  He also won the Men’s Singles 55-59 age group 

gold medal.   



Goodson and Rogers battled through the consolation bracket after losing to Mike Bernaldo and 

Jason Young in the second round.  They won three matches in the consolation bracket to 

advance to a championship match against Bernaldo and Young.  They won the first matchup in 

straight sets and then won a final match 15-11 for the gold.  With the game timed 11-11, 

Goodson and Rogers scored the final four points of the match for the victory.  

In winning both medals, Goodson played 10 matches in two days, winning nine. 

Four of the five brackets played in Women’s 

Doubles Pickleball ended with an “If 

Necessary,” game.  In three of those four 

brackets the consolation bracket team won 

twice against the undefeated team to win 

the gold medals.  

In the 15 team 60-64 bracket, Nancy 

Corona, of Sarasota and Karen McManus, of 

Venice, found themselves in the consolation 

bracket after losing their first match of the 

day to Joan Azeka and Christine Borgmeyer.  They won five consecutive matches, incliuding a 

win over Azeka and Borgmeyer to advance to the championship match against Janet DeCostro 

and Michelle Foster.  After winning the first set, 11-7, the match was called due to an injury to 

DeCostro. 

Diane Bock, of The Villages, and Coleen Wells, of Groveport, Ohio, dropped into the consolation 

bracket after losing a semifinal match to Nancy Robertson and Sandra Metzler, of Naples.  They 

defeated the bronze medalists Pat Sargeant and Jodi Yambor, of Tallahassee, to force a rematch 

against Robertson and Metzler.  Bock and Wells won the first match 6-11, 11-6, 12-10 and then 

took the “If Necessary,” game 15-8. 

It was the 10th women’s doubles gold medal for Bock since she began playing in the 50-54 age 

group in 2008. All totaled 55 women’s doubles teams were on the courts Wednesday, following 

56 men’s doubles teams on Tuesday. 

In the first of two days of Mixed Doubles Pickleball, 49 teams from the three youngest ages 
were on the courts.  Cassandra Steward, of Lady Lake, and Doug McClintock, of The Villages, 
breezed through the Mixed Doubles 60-64 age group bracket winning five matches in straight 
sets.  They defeated Lori and George Gamboa, of Elkton, 11-9, 11-9 in the final.   Steward was 
stellar on the court winning the 55-59 Women’s Doubles gold medal on Wednesday with Jana 
Spano. 
 
Achieving excellence on the Pickleball courts of the Sarah Vande Berg Tennis and Wellness 

Center in Zephyrhills was Deb Harrison, of The Villages, who won her 14th Mixed Doubles gold 



medal since 2004.  She teamed with Ted Meyer, also from The Villages, to win four matches in 

straight sets to claim the 70-74 age group gold medal. 

Since 2004, Harrison, the 2018 Florida Senior Games Female Athlete of the Year, has won 37 

pickleball gold medals in women’s singles and doubles and mixed doubles events. She has also 

won 21 table tennis gold medals in the same three events since 2010.     

In the largest of all brackets played during the five days of Pickleball, 24 teams in the 65-69 

Mixed Doubles event, Coleen Wells and Jim Hoggart, of The Villages, won four matches for the 

gold medal.  Wells and Hoggart defeated Terri Small and George Graber, 11-2, 11-0, in the 

championship match.  It was the second gold medal of the Games for Wells and Hoggart, as 

Wells and Diane Bock won the Women’s Doubles 65-69 gold medal, and Hoggart teamed with 

Ted Meyer to win the Men’s Doubles 65-69 age group. 

In the two days of Mixed Doubles competition 88 teams played. Over five days on the courts, 
32 age group champions were crowned in over 500 pickleball matches played. 
 

Table Tennis – Monday, December 7 & Tuesday, December 8, Legacy Park, Alachua 

Wendy Tyree, of The Villages, was the lone Table Tennis player to win gold medals in all three 

events on the first of two days of Table Tennis at the Legacy Park Multipurpose Center in 

Alachua.  Tyree won the 60-64 age group Women’s Singles gold medal, teamed with fellow 

residents of The Villages, Yulia Wilson, for the 55-59 age group Women’s Doubles gold and 

rounded out the trifecta in the 60-64 Mixed Doubles with Gordon Weinblatt. 

 

It was the first Women’s Singles gold medal for Tyree, who teamed with Deb Curtis to win the 

Women’s Doubles 60-64 age group medal in 2019. 

After winning a pair of Florida Senior Games Racquetball gold 

medals, on the first two days of the Games, at Richey Racquet, in 

Port Richey, Don Husmann (pictured at left) made a stop in 

Gainesville, on his way home to Atlantic Beach.  His goal was to 

win a couple more gold medals in Table Tennis. 

On the second of two days of Table Tennis events, Husmann, 

won the Men’s Singles 90-94 age group gold medal, playing 

matches against Deane Chickering, of The Villages, and Robert 

Johnson, of Sun City Center, both registered in the 85-89 age 

group.  He paired with Johnson to form an 85-89 age group team 

to face Chickering and John Shultz. 

Prior to his appearance in Alachua County, Hussman played a 

Men’s Singles Racquetball match against Jimmy Petrandis, an 85-



89 age group player from Tallahassee, and teamed with Petrandis to play three matches in a 

combined pool with younger Men’s Doubles age groups. 

Husmann began playing Racquetball once he retired in 1992 and later picked up Table Tennis.  

He played in the Massachusetts and New Hampshire Senior Games before relocating to Florida 

in 2013.  He has competed in the National Senior Games since 1995 and represented Florida in 

the 2015 Games in Minneapolis and he 2017 Games in Birmingham. 

At the 2017 National Senior Games, Husmann and his partner, William Burg, won a Men’s 

Doubles bronze medal in the 85-89 age group.  But it came with consequences.  Diving for a 

ball, he tore his rotator cuff. 

“I got to the ball and it hit the front wall and then it hit one of my opponents,” Husmann said.  

“We got the point to tie the score 8-8, but after that we lost the match 11-8.” 

Also winning a medal for the 28th consecutive year, was John Shultz, of Lakeland, who won the 

Men’s Singles 80-84 age group gold medal.  He was undefeated in five pool play matches 

against a very competitive field, according to Table Tennis Sport Director Brad Woodington. 

“He was seeded third in the group of six by his ranking and is at the high end of the age group,” 

Woodington said of the 84-year old Shultz.  “He played very well today.” 

Shultz’s first medal winning performance came in the 1993 Florida Senior Games when he was 

competing in the 55-59 age group.  Since that time, he has won medals in six different age 

groups. 

 

Golf – Tuesday, December 8 & Wednesday, December 9, Duran Golf Course, Viera 

On a chilly and windy day at the Duran Golf Course in Viera, Mark Guttenberg, of Port St. Lucie, 

recorded the low score of the first day of 36-hole competition with a 78.  With that score, 

Guttenberg carried a two-stroke lead into the second day of the 65-69 age group, 36-round 

competition over David Hodges, of Jacksonville, who shot an 80. 

However, an injury kept Guttenberg from competing in his second round and Hodges carded a 

77 to win the two-day competition with a score of 158.  After the shotgun start had him 

beginning day two on the 11th hole, he ended his day with a birdie on the par four 10th hole.  It 

was the lowest overall score of both days. 

“I hit my driver and then a nine iron shot that landed two feet from the cup,” Hodges said. “I 

got the birdie with the putt.” 

Hodges improved on his 2019 Florida Senior Games performance when he won a bronze medal. 

With the gold medal, he qualifies for the 2021 National Senior Games where he “absolutely,” 

plans to compete.  



Melanie Clegg, of Merritt Island, posted the lowest women’s scores of both days of the 36-hole 

event, an 84 and 82, to win the 50-54 age group gold medal with the overall lowest two day 

total of 166.  Her score was also the overall lowest women’s total since the 36-hole competition 

began in 2015 and established a new age group record.  The previous two-day low score was 

168, shot by Janet Brown, of Lakeland in 2016.  

The 2019 Florida Senior Games Male Athlete of the Year, Ed Scheid, of Bradenton, returned to 

receive his award and won the 18-hole gold medal in the 75-79 age group with a score of 84.  

He defeated the silver medalist, Tony Webb, also of Bradenton, by seven strokes.  Scheid was 

appearing in his 20th Florida Senior Games since 1999 and posted the lowest score of all 18-hole 

competitors. 

 

Cycling (5K and 10K Time Trials) – Thursday, December 10, Fort DeSoto Park, Tierra Vierde 
 

The only rider with two record-setting 
performances in the 5K and 10K Cycling Time 
Trials came by a one who was riding nearly 
vertical rather than horizontal. 
 
Steven Olsen, of Homosassa Springs, set new 
records in the 60-64 age group of the 
Recumbent (meaning lying down) Cycling 
division. 
 

The recumbent bicycle distributes the weight of 

the rider evenly from the seat to the shoulders. 

“I’m surprised more senior athletes don’t ride recumbent bikes or trikes,” Olsen said. “It’s 

basically for comfort with your weight being distributed all the way to your shoulders and not 

concentrated on a skinny saddle. 

 

Olsen’s 60-64 age group record time in the 10K Time Trials, of 14:38 bested the previous 

record, set by Allen Duhm, of Lakeland in 2011, by 43 seconds.  His time of 7:31 tied the 5K 

Time Trials record of Duhm in 2011. 

The only other record broken Thursday was by Joseph Frost, of The Villages, with the overall 
top time in the 10K Time Trials, a 13:31, to win the Men’s 50-54 age group gold medal.  He is 
time was 15 seconds faster than Dave Lewis’s time from the 2015 Games. 
 

Kathy Petrillo, the 2016 Florida Senior Games Female Athlete of the Year, from Jupiter, had the 

top women’s times in both races.  She won the 55-59 age group 5K gold medal with a time of 

7:42 and the 10K gold medal riding the course, at Fort DeSoto Park, in 14:48.   



 

Race Walk/Power Walk – Friday, December 11 & Saturday, December 12, Holy Trinity 

Episcopal Academy, Viera 

The flash seen circling the track at Holy Trinity Episcopal Academy Friday evening was Dave 

Swarts setting a new top overall best time in the Florida Senior Games 5K Race Walk.  

Swarts traveled to Florida from Jackson, Michigan, to establish the new mark and set a record 

in the 55-59 age group, circling the track 12 times to cross the finish line with a time of 

24:26.37.  His time was 55 seconds faster than the previous best, set by Gene Opheim, of 

Tallahassee, in 1998. 

On his way to Melbourne, Swarts made a stop in Tallahassee and won the AAU Race Walk 

National Championship, on Saturday, December 5.  He was the top overall finisher in the 5000 

meter and 3000 meter races.  He won the 5K race with a time of 24:36.10. 

The Florida Senior Games Race Walk Championships was only his third time competing since 

March 8.   

“I was in a race in September, last weekend and today,” Swarts 

said. “Each time out, you get better.  Without any races I’ve only 

done light training for the last six months. There really hasn’t 

been an incentive to train hard.” 

Swarts (pictured at right) was a runner in his college years at 

Eastern Michigan University, but claims to have just been an, “ok 

runner.”  He began race walking 11 years ago at the age of 44.  

Now 55 years old, he has won 55 USATF Masters Race Walk 

National Championships.   

The top overall women’s finisher was Sharon Haley, of 

Clearwater, who crossed the finish line with a time of 28:53.40, 

to set a new record in the women’s 55-59 age group. 

Haley has won Florida Senior Games Race Walk medals in each of the last six years.  She earned 

the Bob Fine Award for Race Walk Excellence in 2016 and 2018. 

Swarts returned on Saturday morning to set a 1500 meter Race Walk record, his second in 

approximately 15 hours.  His time of 6:51.24 set the new overall best time in the event and a 

new 55-59 age group mark.  He accomplished the same two feats Friday evening in the 5000 

meter Race Walk.   

Martha Ann Harsh, of Fort Lauderdale, set a new record in the women’s 1500 meter 70-74 age 

group with a time of 9:56.85. 



Horseshoes – Friday, December 11, Ed Wright Park, Clearwater 

In the Horseshoes competition, held at Clearwater’s Ed Wright Park, Charles “Buddy” Short, of 

Ocala won his sixth gold medal dating back to the 2000 Florida Senior Games.  Short was 

undefeated in four matches to win the 80-84 age group gold medal.  He amassed 215 points 

and hit 55 ringers for a 45.8 ringer percentage, the highest of all men’s competitors. 

Claudette Braswell, of Lake Wales, won her fifth gold medal in three sports of the 2020 Florida 

Senior Games winning the Women’s 80-84 age group.  In two matches, Braswell had 32 ringers 

for a 51.8 ringer percentage.  She also won three Basketball Shooting gold medals and a Bag 

Toss gold medal on Saturday, December 5. 

 

Track and Field – Saturday, December 12 & Sunday, December 13, Holy Trinity Episcopal 

Academy, Viera 

On the first of two days of track and field competition, the 15 Florida Senior Games records set 

ranged from Toccata Murphy’s under 14 second sprint in the 50-54 age group to James Bell’s 33 

second run in the 50 meter dash to set the 95-99 age group record. 

Bell (pictured at left) made the quick trip to Viera from 

Sebastian, to compete in the 1500 meter Power Walk, the 50 

meter and 100 meter dash.  The native of Miami and a World 

War II veteran who served in the U.S. Marines, is now the record 

holder in all three events in the 95-99 age group 

When Bell crossed the finish line in the 100 meter dash to 

establish a 95-99 age group record with a time of 1:11.80, he 

was greeted with the loudest round of applause of the day by 

the fans in the bleachers.   

Bell was accompanied by his son, Shaun, who claimed his father 

walks two miles a day between 2:00 and 3:00 a.m.  He will mow 

his yard if Shaun doesn’t show up on time to accomplish the 

chore.  

“He’s stubborn and stays active,” Shaun said.  “I guess that’s what keeps him going.” 

While Bell was born in 1924, on the other end of the spectrum, Toccata Murphy, from Alexis, 

North Carolina, was born 45 years later, in 1969.  She blazed to records in the 100 meter dash 

with a time of 13.90, the 200 meter with a time of 25.21 and the 400 meter run at 1:07.01. 

All three of Murphy’s gold medal winning performances in the 50-54 age group were the 

quickest times in the 29-year history of the event in the Florida Senior Games.  Her 200 meter 

time was four seconds faster than the mark set by Donna Settles in 2000. 



She also ran the final leg of the 4x100 meter relay team, along with Denise Chambers, Sonder 

Hawkins and Raquel Bethel. 

In the 1500 meter run, the first four women’s finishers established new age group records.  

April Hernandez, of Jupiter, was the first record setter, in the 50-54 age group with a time of 

5:38.65.  The next finisher, Roxanne Springer, of Durham, NC, set a new 55-59 age group mark 

with a time of 5:50.40.  Next came Estela Medina, from Miami, crossing the finish line at 

6:13.01 for a new 60-64 age group record. Finally, Ann McCormack, of Sarasota, set a 65-69 age 

group record at 6:13.76.  Medina made a final sprint to cross the finish line just ahead of 

McCormick. 

Susan Cooke’s two laps around the track in 2:55.87, set a new record in the 800 meter run for 

the 60-64 age group.  Her time was nine seconds faster than the 26-year old record set by Fort 

Lauderdale’s Lupe Parsons in 1994.  Cooke, of Tampa, also holds the 55-59 age group record set 

in 2016, the overall best time in the event, of 2:45.01.  

The final day of the 2020 Florida Senior Games saw athletes age 50 and over running along the 

Indian River just after sunrise at the 5K Road Race, flying through the air in jumps events and 

throwing heavy things and long thin objects in Track and Field events and lifting weights on 

either side of a bar at the Powerlifting competition. 

For a couple of athletes, they managed to do a little bit of just about everything in 30 hours or 

so from the beginning of the Track and Field events Saturday morning at the Holy Trinity 

Episcopal Academy until the conclusion of the Games on Sunday afternoon. 

Janet Lamoreaux, of Lakeland, began Saturday 

morning with the 1500 meter race walk and 

ended on Sunday afternoon pole vaulting.  In 

between she ran in five events and power 

walked one, on day one of Track and FIeld, and 

took a break for food and rest. 

She was back at it for a 7:00 a.m. starting gun on 

Sunday morning, running 3.1 miles, and then 

made a beeline back to the Holy Trinity Episcopal Academy where she was in the high jump 

event by 10:00 a.m. 

Throw in another Power Walk event on Friday night and Lamoreaux won four gold medals, four 

silver and two bronze medals. 



“I love the triple jump but I need more practice,” she said, while watching other triple jump 

athletes in action. “I’m probably most competitive in the 400 meter run and I’m trying to get 

better in the 5K.” 

Brian Hankerson, from Hollywood, the 2018 Florida Senior Games Male Athlete of the Year, was 

registered in nine track and field events and won three gold medals, two silvers and two 

bronze. 

He broke is own record in the Long Jump, his favorite of all the events in which he competes. 

“At a track meet a while ago, I was doing the high jump and a guy from Mexico asked me if I 

had ever done the long jump,” Hankerson said. “I told him no, and he said, you should. It 

combines two attributes you do very well, running and jumping. I took his advice and now it’s 

my favorite event.” 

Since 2010, Hankerson has set Long Jump records in the 50-54 age group (2010), 55-59 (2016) 

and broke his own 60-64 record from last year with a leap of 18 feet, 2 inches today.   He also 

holds the Triple Jump records in the same age groups. 

Another athlete adding his name to a third age group record was javelin thrower, Michael 

Brown, of Jacksonville.  Brown’s throw of 154 feet, 1 inch set a new mark in the 65-69 age 

group.  He also holds the 50-54 and 55-59 age group records and in 2004, had the longest 

javelin throw in the history of the Games, at 226 feet. 

 

5K Road Race – Sunday, December 13, Ryckman Park, Melbourne 

The top overall finisher at the 5K Road Race was Glenn Button, of 

Fort Myers, with a time of 17:43. The top women’s finisher was 

Amy McCormack, of Sarasota, who crossed the finish line in 22:32. 

Her time also set a new 65-69 age group record.  It was her second 

age group record in as many days, as she set a 1500 meter run 

record on Saturday. 

Maria Georgiev, of Longboat Key, set a new record in the 85-89 

age group with a time of 34:27, topping the previous record by 16 

minutes. Georgiev was the only 85-89 age group athlete to run the 

race. 



The Florida Senior Games 5K Road Race was run in conjunction with the annual Pineapple Man 

5K Road Race and Triathlon on the Melbourne Beach barrier island, with runners taking in early 

morning views along the Indian River. 

 

Powerlifting – Sunday, December 13, Renaissance Orlando Airport Hotel 

The Powelifting competition was held at the Renaissance Orlando Airport Hotel with 45 

athletes competing. Robert Cseh, of Port St. Lucie, set an American Record for his age group 

and weight the Bench Press and was awarded the Men’s Best Bench Press Award.  Cseh now 

competes in the 85-89 age group. 

The Men’s Best Powerlifter Award went to Edward Eng, of Jacksonville, and Tina Weber, of 

Treasure Island, earned the Best Female Powerlifter, Best Bench Press and Best Push/Pull 

Awards.  The Best Female Deadlift Award went to Yvette Fox, of Winter Haven.  The Best Male 

Push/Pull Awardee was Anthony DiCanvia, from The VIllages, and Kenneth Bennett, also from 

The VIllages, won the Best Male Deadlift Award. 

The Florida Senior Games Powerlifting competition is a USA Powerlifting event and 10% of 

lifters are drug tested including those who set records and win awards.
